Accredited Courses :

This 5 day course aims to provide individuals in positions of responsibility (i.e. managers and supervisors)

with the knowledge required to practice effective environmental management and to apply fundamental

principles to everyday operations.

The assessment consists of a one hour exam and a practical workplace based assessment to be carried

out in your own time (to be returned within an agreed period — typically 3 weeks).

NB. All assessments are undertaken in English; therefore a good standard of written English is essential.

Block Release — This is a structured classroom-based course consisting of one full week block (5 days).

Day Release — This is a structured classroom-based course consisting of one day a week for 5 weeks.

There are no set entry requirements for IOSH Managing Environmental Responsibilities although a good

command of the English language is essential.
